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Gateball Singles Rules
Gateball Singles is played overseas and is growing in popularity in Australia. While the format does take away from the team aspect of Gateball, it does provide the player with more time on the court and the ability to control the player’s own game. For players with a reasonable understanding of Gateball rules and strategies, the game of Singles is fast moving and an opportunity to test strategies and to practice sparks and strokes.

All Singles games shall be played in accordance with these additional rules.
In Singles, each player plays all 5 balls in sequential order (either leading or following), is their own captain, and may not receive external assistance. As there is only one player in each ‘team’, there is no opportunity for substitution. 
The referee
A referee-in-charge or a referee-on-call is required.  In the event of a dispute or a rule query, with a referee-on-call, the timer clock is paused and the referee is called to adjudicate the situation.

Game scoring 

To keep score, both players should wear wrist scoring-calculators.  A scorer (referred to as a Recorder in the Rules) and scoreboard are essential.  The scorer should also time the match and call a time warning at 15 minutes, 10 minutes and 5 minutes left to play.

Out-balls
If the game is being played without a Linesman, the waiting player is responsible for retrieving out-balls and placing them 10cm from the court boundary with the ball number facing towards the court.

Players on the court

The waiting player may walk onto or across the court provided that such action does not interfere with the stroker's play.  
Other Singles rules
All other Gateball rules, as published in the current version of the ‘Official Gateball Rules’ by the World Gateball Union, apply to Singles.
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
